Living With Hurricanes

If last year didn't totally convince South Floridians that the predicted increase in hurricane activity was real, the
hurricanes of 2005 should have removed any doubt. The State of Florida has been pelted by a total of eight hurricanes
in less than two years; something almost unimaginable just a few years ago. Whatever happened to the peace and
quiet of summer in the tropics? According to Max Mayfield, Director of the National Hurricane Center, the answer to
that question is the changes in the Atlantic Multi-decadal Oscillation (AMO). The AMO reflects changes in water
temperature and salinity. Since hurricanes thrive in a warm water environment, any period of increased ocean water
temperature usually results in increased tropical storm development. The bottom line is that the ocean waters have
been getting warmer since 1995, and the experts are telling us that we're in store for another ten years of above
average hurricane activity.

The year 2005 broke many hurricane records that have been standing for decades. According to the National
by Harry Small Oceanic Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) there were 26 named storms in 2005 - the previous record was 21 in
Fire Chief 1933. Of the 26 tropical storms that formed, 13 went on to become hurricanes - the previous record was 12 in 1969.
The U.S. mainland was struck by four major hurricanes breaking the previous record of three last years. 2005 was the
first time that forecasters had so many storms that they exhausted the list of pre-set names and were forced to go to
Greek letters. And the list of records goes on and on.

Over the last two years, Broward County residents have been exposed to hurricanes
in ever-increasing strength. Jeanne, Frances, Katrina, and Rita all seemed to be
preparing us for the big hit from Wilma. So what's next? Max Mayfield told us in 2004
that it was a year of hurricanes to "tell our grandchildren about". This year Mayfield
also said it was a year to tell our grandchildren about. Haven't our grandchildren heard
enough? It seems that there is no way around the fact that we are going to continue to
live in an environment of increased hurricane activity - at least for several more years.
So maybe it's time to take stock of how we performed in 2004/2005 and examine what
we learned. There is no doubt that the tragedy of Hurricane Katrina and the images that
came out of Louisiana and Mississippi will linger in our minds for many years to come,
but we all must go on. We have to learn from nature and its lessons and adapt
accordingly. Simply knowing what went wrong is not enough - we must put our
experiences into action and preparation if we are to learn to live with tropical cyclones.

It's important to begin by understanding the responsibilities and capabilities of local,
county, state, and federal government agencies when it comes to hurricane response.

Local Government

Local government's primary job is to restore the city infrastructure as quickly as possible. This includes restoration of fire rescue, police, and
911 emergency services, rescuing people who are trapped or in trouble, providing emergency medical care, protecting property and businesses
from looting and further damage, clearing of major roadways so that emergency vehicles and help can access the area, and restoring or
maintaining the utility systems of water and sewer services. At the same time local government must also secure traffic intersections, provide
security for the community, assess the damage of the city as a whole, and take steps to identify and request additional needed resources to
sustain the residents. This can be a daunting task, especially working with limited personnel resources. Most communities have enough
employees to comfortably provide day-to-day services during non-disaster conditions. In the aftermath of a major disaster, however, the
requirements for employee labor can skyrocket twenty-fold. It simply would not be practical or affordable to any community to add hundreds of
additional city workers to be around just in case of a natural disaster. The end result is that the existing employees have to be very

well organized and deployed in order to maximize the amount of important tasks that
have to be done. In Pompano Beach, every employee knows that they may be called
upon to work around the clock for days and function in any type of job role that is
required. Finally, the thousands of cubic yards of debris must be collected and disposed
of by the city - a job that can take hundreds of workers and months to complete. All
department heads and city officials operate out of an Emergency Operations Center
(EOC), located at the new water treatment plant on NE 5th Avenue, where all city
operations and activities are carefully, but vigorously orchestrated.

County Government

County government has the responsibility to coordinate primary local assistance for
the unincorporated areas while providing coordination and resource support for its
municipalities. County government oversees the shelters which are directly run by the
American Red Cross. The county is the primary agency for issuing evacuation orders,
redirecting the mass transit system, and identifying key areas that need specific <
assistance. One of the biggest jobs of county government is to act as the primary go-between for the cities and the state and
federal government. Florida has a well defined emergency management program that assigns specific roles to each layer of government to
insure that information and resources flow in a sensible and timely manner. And again, county officials operate out of an EOC, located in
Plantation, where county department heads and officials relocate to direct operations.

State of Florida

The state closely monitors the situations in each of its counties and moves to coordinate state and federal assistance to any area impacted by
a hurricane disaster. The state acts as the primary go-between for the counties and the federal government. The governor must issue a
"Declaration of Emergency" for Florida before any federal assistance can be forthcoming. State officials also operate out of an EOC in
Tallahassee where they can coordinate the assistance, often massive, to each of its afflicted areas.

Federal Government

The federal assistance, provided by the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) which is under the Department of Homeland Defense, moves to deploy
national resources to afflicted areas of hurricanes and other disasters. Amassing huge
amounts of resources, organizing their deployment, and getting them to the scene of
disasters that may be a thousand miles away takes a tremendous amount of effort and
time. Federal officials have recently been criticized for what many feel have been
slow responses, but to be fair, such an effort takes days, even for the best organized
agencies. This is exactly why people are advised to have three to five days of food
and water on hand in the event of a pending hurricane. In Hurricane Wilma, federally-
dispatched tractor trailers carrying ice, water, and food were on the scene in Broward
County within three days - unprecedented in the history of FEMA.

What Did We Learn?

While the experts debate whether Hurricane Wilma was a category 2 or 3 storm when it hit the South Florida east coast, one fact remains -
Wilma was the strongest and worst hurricane to hit Broward County in over 50 years. No one who went through the storm would likely debate
that point. So what did we learn from the experiences of back-to-back years of hurricanes?

« Ice is a wonderful thing.
« Old leaky roofs do poorly in hurricanes.
« Parking under a big ficus tree is a bad idea.
« A couple days of food on hand are not enough.
» Windows in buildings need to be protected from wind.
« Patio and pool enclosures do poorly in strong storms.
 Windstorm insurance policies have a lot of exclusions.
« Loss of income is a definite possibility after a hurricane.
» That deductible in our insurance policy is a real number.
« Loose items left outside during a storm will end up in another state.
» Finding a roofer or screen company is much easier in the off season.
« Generators are great items, but two cans of gasoline are not enough
to have on hand.
« When we are advised to fill up the gas tanks of our cars before a storm,
we better do it.
« Losing our elevators in multi-story buildings can have significant repercussions.
« Finding an open pharmacy after a hurricane is like trying to find cheap gasoline.
« Gas stations that have lost electrical power cannot pump gas no matter how much fuel is available.
» No matter how good the city water pressure is, once the auxiliary pump on a high rise fails the water goes with it. ...continued to page 33

Living With Hurricanes

« Indigenous trees (such as Palm Trees) survive much better in hurricanes than Ficus,
Banyan, and other exotic species.

« No matter how often we experience it, living without electricity is hard to get used to.

o If we rely on others to take care of us we'll likely be disappointed.

On The Positive Side

« There were no directly-related hurricane fatalities or serious injuries in
Pompano Beach during any of the hurricanes of 2004/2005.

« Properly protected homes and buildings survived the storms very well.

« Hurricane shutters worked.

« Public Works cleared major roadways very quickly.

o The city water pressure never dropped below 40 psi.

« City workers shuttled generators to over 70 lift stations in the city to keep the sewage system operating at near normal levels.

o Supermarkets, gas stations, and other critical businesses reopened in record time after Hurricane Wilma.

« FEMA-supplied tractor trailers carrying ice, water, and food arrived within three days after Hurricane Wilma and were dispersed
continuously over 10 days by city employees to thousands of residents.

« Fire Rescue personnel responded to a record 300 calls in a 24-hour period.

o The Broward Sheriff's Office exerted an incredible presence within the city and maintained
tight security throughout the aftermath of Hurricane Wilma.

« City Hall was reopened within a week and most city functions resumed at the same time.

» We were blessed with cool, dry weather for several days immediately after Hurricane Wilma
significantly reducing the post-storm misery to residents.

Finally, On A More Personal Note

« Most people were incredibly generous and helpful to others after the storms.

» Most people were courteous at traffic intersections (at least in the beginning).

» When there is no television and electronic entertainment, people actually begin talking to
each other.

» Meeting your neighbors and having discussions can be enjoyable.

» With the city in total darkness you can see stars.

« The post Wilma sunsets were beautiful.

o The Hurricane Wilma diet actually works.

There is much that we can learn and discuss from our experiences over the last two years. The important thing is that we make use of this new
information and prepare accordingly. We can survive hurricanes and do reasonably well living in the tropics if we simply employ good
preparations and common sense. In the final analysis, we are all primarily
responsible for ourselves.

We must also make the
effort to be accountable for
our neighbors in need.
Anyone healthy enough to
move about and drive can
help at least one person who
cannot. | personally have
witnessed this spirit of
helping after Hurricane
Wilma and I can state firmly
that it is alive and well here
in Pompano Beach. Yes,
we'll most likely experience
hurricanes again in the future
either sooner or later, but if
we learn from experience and
take the proper preventative
actions we can minimize our
summer stress and learn to
enjoy our beautiful tropical
environment again.
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
